Chair/Rusty:  Reviewed what he wrote in meeting agenda handout.  Added upcoming nominations for office to New Business.

Spoke to July income not being reflected in current report so number looks lower than they really are.  He added in this report the 7th tradition contributions. Continuing Business:  

1) Discussion on SVIOA prudent reserve amount:  This was tabled to later date at John’s suggestion.

2) MOTION made by Jackie, 2nd by Rosalie:  Augment the Public Information Committee budget by $3700.00 to develop and implement a one-time, eight-month long community newspapers campaign through the purchase of small display ads. (Brown hand-out provided with break down of the papers and the amounts).   DISCUSSION OCCURRED:  VOTE CALLED FOR:  MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUS

New Business: 

1)  What Counties does our IG cover?  DISCUSSION occurred around the issue that Stockton (San Joaquin Co.) has been waiting for an answer/home regarding being able to join.   Bylaws affecting ability to bring other areas in, however since in phase of revision, how do we best serve carrying the message?  Idea was suggestions that we could include other areas as “Friends of SVIOA”.  WSO guidance is and will continue to be sought as they have already redirected some meeting to new IG’s when their IG”s have closed down.

There are 4 buttons that can be pushed for further info. Prompt, including the 7 days of the week choice for meetings.  Discussion occurred, decision made to look into it further.

Annual reoccurring cost for these major service areas estimated to be $925.00 plus tax.  MOTION 2ND BY Rosalie.  Discussion occurred.  VOTE and MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUS.
