
SVIOA Business Meeting Minutes 

February 10, 2009

· Meeting opened at 7:00 p.m. with group serenity prayer.  Twelve traditions read by Brigetta.

Rusty opened:  December 08 minutes reviewed and accepted as is.  January 13 minutes reviewed by group, revised, passed with revisions to be made.  

Board Reports:

Chair/Rusty:  Reviewed what he wrote in meeting agenda handout, suggested that when there is a motion to have a committee, that it be followed up with at that moment, rather than waiting until later.  Two committees needed:  (Nominating committee and SVIOA time/location committee.)

Vice Chair/Brian:  Provided written report within context of tonight’s meeting  handout.

Secretary/Jen C.:  No report

Treasurer/Leslie:  Leslie made amends to the group re: not being able to fulfill the treasurer position.

Discussion was offered/question was posed by the chair if anyone and/or Lori was willing to fill in until the position was filled.  At the groups suggestion, Lori provided the group with a description of what the position entails.  Discussion included seeking an outside person for the position.  Rusty addressed the 2/3 majority of what the Bylaws state about service in terms of time served.  After discussion, motion was made for Lori to fill in for three months until another treasured is appointed.  Motion was seconded.  Lori accepted.  Point of discussion raised that issue should be brought to bylaws committee regarding needed clarification.  MOTION CARRIED.  Lori provided treasurer report for January to the group.  Budget for 2009 not completed yet.  There may be a late fee due to sales tax being paid late.  

Region 2/ Michael D. and Kristina:  Michael gave a verbal report and brought packet for people to view for conference in March.  Donnalee volunteered to attend in March.  Written report was also provided by Michael to secretary and included in these minutes:  “The next business meeting of Reg. 2 (Assembly) is scheduled for March 20-21 at the Doubletree Hotel, Ontario Airport, Ontario CA.  I will be attending and I have received the meeting agenda from R2.  I have it with me, so anyone interested in R2 can see it after IG meeting.  We will vote on business motions, hear speakers, do committee work and participate in a special workshop called, “Building a Strong OA”.  The chair of the Public Information committed will be unable to attend, as a vice chair I am planning the committee work and a budget request for 2009. “ - Michael D.

Kristina made amends to group as she announced her stepping down from her position.  After suggestion from group that there are two conferences, she stated that she would maintain position while finding out if she would be able to attend the 2nd conference in October.  

World Service/Harry:  Harry announced he made the deposits and he is set up to go.  He announced that @ the end of Unity Day he will be going over everything that is going to be voted on so that he goes with the group conscience.  Rusty requested that all officer attend Unity Day. 

Webmaster/Tricia:  Announced the web is up to date - contact  her if you want anything posted. 

Committee Reports:

1) Answer Phone:  Donnalee -  just found out what the person does, nothing really to report, she will make changes this week.

2) Designated Downloader:  Position was vacant, Helen took position tonight.  She will meet with Rusty to discuss. 

3) Events:  Val - Shared that committee met on 1/24/09.  Provided a verbal report as well as a handout of committee meeting minutes.  Thanked the 5:30 meeting flyer for being done.  Verbally reviewed the calendar of events to come.

4)  Group Growth:  Carmen - is going to continue position.  Provided report, and is going to be bringing a flyer to every IG; “Help Accurately Carry the Message.”  She and the committee went through the website to assure it is accurate.  Suggested that the flyer be brought by IG reps to their home meetings for distribution.

5) Literature:  Eric - provided verbal report:  AA Daily Reflections is now being purchased and is available to buy.  New medallions being purchased.

6) Newsletter:  Luanne - verbal report.  Editorial policy is on back page of newsletter.  Request made for information to be to her by the 15th of the month.  She will provide document to the webmaster.

7) Media Coordinator: - Andrea- not present.  Harry gave report that recorder is broken so there will be no recording of the OA Birthday party.

8) OA How: Luara - Not present, no report.

9) Public Information: Jackie -  Pamphlets for professionals are available and need to get passed out.  She will be ordering more business cards.  Requested that people announce at meetings to have folks sign up for the health faire service opportunity and that the lists be brought back to March IG.  She announced need for sub committee to have people volunteer.  

Announcement made regarding the Wednesday calendar section of the newspaper and she read statement to be used in the paper to advertise OA.  Pt. of business addressed regarding it not requiring money:  it was approved to post  OA in the Wed. section of paper. 

10)  Retreat:  Pamela - Written report provided to group.  Announced that registrations have started to arrive.  Pamela will provide another 100 retreat flyers @ next IG.

11) Speaker List:  Richard - will bring a list next month.
12) 12th Step Within:  - OPEN  POSITION.

13) Young People:  Paulene - verbal report, would like to have committee mtg. by the end of February. 

Continuing Business:  

1) Rusty sought if anyone is willing to be on committee regarding changing SVIOA place and time.  No takers.  Rusty to make calls.

New Business:  

1) Nominating Committee:  Suggestion to have 3-5 people on a committee working toward filling the open slots that need to be filled:  Treasurer, 12 Step Committee, WSO.  Lori and Leslie offered their service.  Rusty to make calls for other committee members. 

2) Concerns regarding upcoming EVENTS:  IG member  addressed wanting to assure that events honor our primary purpose and inquired as to how upcoming IG events will carry the message, questioning if there would be speakers, etc..  Member stated the desire to make sure the events are in the spirit of the traditions.  

MOTION made to have events (camping, karaoke, sexual abuse focus) addressed @ IG before approved and carried out.  

Events committee addressed the group as to what the camping trip, karaoke night, and sexual abuse day in OA would look like and stated that the events would include speakers and stated in part the goal is to support breaking out of isolation.   

MOTION MADE:  SVIOA does not sponsor ad Sex Abuse Day in OA.  Discussion offered.  PRO/CON addressed by several members.  Vote occurred;  13 pro, 7 con, 7 ab.  Motion to not have SVIOA sponsor a day in OA focused on sexual abuse carried.  

3)  Need for a new recorder:  Motion made to approve $300.00 for a new recorder.  Motion 2nd and carried.  New recorder to be purchased to record events.
