
SVIOA Business Meeting Minutes

Minutes:  Jen C. 

· Meeting opened at 7:00 p.m. with group serenity prayer.  Twelve Traditions of OA read by Jackie.

Rusty opened:  Review of June minutes approved and passed with amendments to continuing business. Jen spoke to and sought clarification regarding motion made at previous IG.  

Board Reports:

Chair/Rusty:  Reviewed what he wrote in meeting agenda handout.  

Vice Chair:  OPEN POSITION:  

Secretary/Jen C.:  Present, requested members sign in. 

Treasurer/John:  Provided written and verbal report, and had emailed report.  (Blue report).  
Addressed that another member (Sharon) reviewed the financial books from the last couple of years and we are in good shape.  John announced that other IG’s sent our mail box flyers regarding their upcoming events and he provided them at tonight’s meeting. 

Region 2/ Michael D. and Kristina:  Michael  not present, no report.    Kristina :  present; announced she is stepping down from the position.  (1 SLOT NOW OPEN)

World Service/Harry:  Harry, present,  gave verbal report regarding Lifeline magazine’s drawing down debt and that the trustees are asking for a committee to be formed to try and do something about it.  He also announced that there are two skits out there on the 7th tradition that can be utilized. 

Webmaster/Tricia:  Present: announced the web is up to date with the exception of some minutes that she is missing (March to be provided by Jen).  Rough draft of minutes will be posted when she receives them prior to IG meetings.  

Committee Reports:

1) Answer Phone:  Donnalee - present, phone line is current. 

2) Designated Downloader:  Christina- present- Announced that PDF “A Step Ahead” was provided to Luanne.  Requested articles from members regarding their experience as a compulsive overeater at a teen as they are wanting to make a flyer.  Also looking for new Lifeline materials.  (All three items are going to Luanne) 

3) Events:  Val - Present:  Announced upcoming events meeting on 8/1/09 @ 1:00 p.m. @ 38th & J. The committee did not meet last month.  

Announced that there is a current search for a speaker for a Day in OA focused on forgiveness.  

4)  Group Growth:  Carmen - present, no updates to report. 

5) Literature:  Eric -  present:  Apologized for not all of the literature having prices so it is taking longer to get people literature this evening.  Rusty requested new pamphlet be ordered so it is available at IG. 

6) Newsletter:  Luanne - not present.  Rusty sent a Valley Voice around for people to provide updates and he will email her the noted changes. 

7) OA How: Luara - not present, no report.

8) Public Information: Jackie - present- provided written and verbal report (yellow sheet).  Addressed fees for advertising, and noted budget needing to be increased to utilize outreach resources like the Bee.  Also spoke to the need to update the white pages and she is still seeking information regarding this, unsure at this point what the fees will be.  Some of our OA literature still refers people to the white pages.  Jackie reminded members about the outreach flyer with tabs and commented that there has been positive responses.  Announced that we are going to apply for a booth at the Natomas Community Festival on 9/12/09.  (The cost is $25.00)

9)  Retreat:  Pamela -  present. Provided an updated written report which reflects food costs.  Announced that the next retreat committee meeting is 7/25/09 and she is hoping that packets will be filled that day.  A member asked when packet will be mailed out.  Pamela stated she will be emailing Tricia packet with a link for people to download the packet.  She stated that 4 scholarships are being provided.   Issue of 2 slots being donated (raffled off)  was brought up by another member.  Pamela stated she was unaware of those slots, but they would work to resolve issue/accommodate those two slots.  

10) Speaker List:  Rick- not present.  

11) 12th Step Within:  - OPEN  POSITION.

12) Young People:  OPEN POSITION.

Continuing Business:  

1) Motion to donate $3,000 to WSO and $ 2,000 to R2.  
Discussion:  Member (Carmen) raised question as to whether we should only donate to WSO since R2 is doing okay financially.  Motion/friendly amendment:  To provide WSO with the $ 5,000 donation. 

Donalee 2nd friendly amendment. 

PRO/CON addressed by the group.  Issue of not having a prudent reserve was addressed.  It was stated that in the past the prudent reserve had included 3 months rent.  Rusty read Article 7 in bylaws regarding prudent reserve.  

SUMMARY OF CON’S:

· Our own house (prudent reserve, etc.) should be in order first before large donation

· We should have more info. Regarding WSO’s financial difficulty.   Comment that they did not support us in the past with law suit funding.

· Some meeting groups feel uncomfortable about not knowing what is going on with WSO money and that maybe smaller amount should be given.  

· Locally we are not yet doing everything we could with money to carry the message

SUMMARY OF PRO’S:

· We will still have plenty of money after $5,000 donation.

· Bylaws state we are suppose to donate to WSO. (SVIOA has not donated in 3 years)

· Donation may help survival of lifeline.

· By donating to WSO is does help carry the message.

Rusty called for a vote:  Yes: 17, NO: 9, Vote carried to donate $ 5,000 to WSO. 

2) Discussion on adding San Joaquin County to our Bylaws.  

· Member sought clarification on their local IG closing.  

· Question as to whether San Joaquin is part of another IG.

· R2 to be sought for support around clarification as to what is possible regarding them joining. 

· Clarification needed if it is just the Stockton meeting that wants to join.  Jen clarified that that is what the woman had stated in her email.

· Question raised as to how many meetings  in San Joaquin county are being affected by IG closing.

MOTION made to table the discussion until next month.  Agreed, discussion tabled until next month.  Guidance from R2 will be sought from Rusty through R2 rep. Michael.  

SIDE NOTES:  Christina volunteered to look into the cost of white pages fees.  

Jackie motion for a committee to be formed to look at the prudent reserve.  Helen 2nd motion.  No vote:  Rusty appointed John to head a committee regarding the issue.  (Val, Rusty, Jackie and Christina volunteered to be on the committee).
