Chair/Rusty:  Reviewed what he wrote in meeting agenda handout.  Announced and provided location of Bylaw meeting to occur.  Announced that officers need to be present at the meeting.  Webmaster Tricia will add the meeting to the calendar.  
Vice Chair/Brian:  Present.  Mailings were sent out.  Brian announced that he is stepping down as Vice Chair and expressed his appreciation for being able to be of service.  Brian provided an overview of the role of the Vice Chair and addressed that it entails approximately two hours of service outside of IG meeting. 

Secretary/Jen C.:  Present, read an appreciation email submitted to OA from Judy L. 

Treasurer/John:  Provided written and verbal report, and had emailed report.  Announced that the balance sheet continues to be balanced and that we are bringing in more than we are spending.  

Region 2/ Michael D. and Kristina:  Michael  not present, no report.    Kristina :  not present, no report. 

World Service/Harry:  Harry gave verbal report; we can now download information on proposals from the website.  Rusty read the current definition of abstinence that has been posted by WSO.

Webmaster/Tricia:  Present: announced the web is up to date and she just uploaded retreat meeting minutes from Pamela from June’s meeting.

Val provided overview of meeting ideas for the camping agenda.  The Events committee agreed to donate 25% of the 7th tradition to Day in OA. 

Announced that there is a current search for a speaker for a Day in OA focused on forgiveness.  

4)  Group Growth:  Carmen - present, verbal report given, announced that committee took last month off and that she/they will start visiting meetings in July to support group growth. 

5) Literature:  Eric -  present:  Announcement made regarding a new 7th tradition pamphlet that is now available.  He requested meeting reps take one back to their meetings.  Announced that three tables have been bought to support literature and handouts.  Also, prices have now all been update and are written on the literature.  

6) Newsletter:  Luanne - present, made request for peoples information to be updated in the Valley Voice she passed around the room.  Announced that she was excited to get articles from people.  There is the yellow (outreach) handout in this months Valley Voice.

9) Public Information: Jackie - present- addressed that the number in the white pages for OA is disconnected.  Rusty agreed to follow up.  Jackie spoke to the insert in the VV, asking members to hang them up in community (library, stores, gym, etc.)  she stressed the need for IG reps to announce and explain at meetings the role of the yellow flyers.

10)  Retreat:  Pamela - not present, no report.

11) Speaker List:  Rick- present, requested updates be emailed to him.  Rusty requested he bring the list monthly to IG meetings.

12) 12th Step Within:  - OPEN  POSITION.

13) Young People:  Paulene - not present, no report.   

Continuing Business:  

1) Motion to open a meeting hall for SVIOA discussed.  Christina present, she reviewed yellow written report she provided regarding the cost of having a hall at this time not seeming feasible.  It was agreed by the group to come back to the issue in three months.  Jen will seek information from contacts who work in recovery to see if they have any helpful information and/or leads.

2) Motion to donate $1500.00 to WSO and $1,000 to R2 was discussed.  Several discussion issues addressed:

· Motion was amended to include doubling the above amounts by Christina who originated the motion.

· A member brought up 7th tradition issue as they feel the split is already done through other meetings.

· A member revisited why the conversation started in terms of the money that already exists and that an agreement had already been made to give money to WSO & R2.  Original motion withdrawn.  

MOTION MADE: (John) To give a total of $ 5,000.  $3,000 to WSO and $2,000 to R2.

Motion 2nd by Donalee.  DISCUSSION: Pro and Con addressed by the group.  CON included:  

· A few con statements spoke to the idea that the money could go toward other things we could fund that support our primary purpose/carry the message.  (Example of putting the money toward a meeting hall was given)

· Question was asked as to how WSO to into debt, addressed how money could go to other ways of spreading the message.

$5,000 is a lot of money and a member would like to consult with her meeting regarding the issue.  Clarification was sought as to whether the WSO debt was due to the advertising company being acquired by WSO.  

PRO included: 

· There are no current things to put the money toward and we need WSO to carry the message.  We have $18,000 currently.

· Motion was clarified and it was addressed that if money went toward a meeting hall for a year, then the hall would not be able to run after that year.  It was addressed that giving the $5, 000 does not place SVIOA in any financial danger.

Further discussion of motion tabled until next meeting.  

New Business:  

1) Announcement made regarding the Saturday morning writing group being in need of support.  A blue flyer was available at IG.  Rusty suggested the meeting utilize the strong meeting check list.

2) Stockton meeting wants to join Sacramento IG.  Jen made motion based on email correspondence to add San Joaquin County to our Bylaws list of counties included in our IG.


- Rusty explained the process:  1st the motion is made and then the group is given 1 month to discuss the issue, then it comes back to the IG and then a vote is taken in the 3rd month.

IG meeting ended @ 8:15 with group ‘I put my hand in yours’.
