
SVIO Business Meeting Minutes

May 12, 2009

Meeting opened at 7:00 p.m. with group Serenity Prayer.  12 Concepts read by Mike Z.

Rusty opened:  Explained that Secretary, Jen, was out of town tonight, so minutes from April’s meeting will be approved at the June meeting.

Board Reports:

Chair/Rusty:  Reviewed what he wrote in the meeting agenda handout.

Vice Chair/Brian:  Provided written report within the context of tonight’s meeting handout.  He added that there are new meeting flyers for a new Recovery from Relapse meeting in Roseville. Further, that the Saturday 9:00 a.m. Roseville meeting donated OA recovery cassettes to the SVIOA to be given away free to whomever would like them.

Secretary/Jen:  Jen was out of town so Brian was acting Secretary.  Jen asked that the approval of the April minutes meeting be held until the June meeting when she would be present.

Treasurer/John:  John submitted a written report of SVIOA’s funds. He did stated that some Retreat checks had been deposited.

Region 2/Michael:  Nothing new to report.

World Service/Harry:  Harry gave a report of recent WSO conference.  There was discussion on revision the “I put my hand in yours” prayer.  It did not pass.  WSO did pass a 12 Step within day to be held on 12/12 of 2009.  A key note was that the Serenity Prayer was read in six languages.  A request for special funds was made for a translating fund which passed. Of concern was that the WSO is showing a debt of $60,000 and is looking into ways to off-set this debt.  WSO voted on a new definition for abstinence as reads: “Abstinence in Overeaters Anonymous is the action of refraining form compulsive eating and compulsive food behaviors.  Spiritual, emotional and physical recovery is the result of living the Overeaters Anonymous Twelve-Step program.”  As quoted from the WSO website.”

Webmaster/Tricia:  The Website is current and up to date.

Committee Reports:

Designated Downloader/Christina:  Searched web and found no new information that pertains to SVIOA.

Newsletter/Luanne:  Submitted a report and made Newsletter available.  The Newsletter for May was circulated to make changes.  She is asking that member submit articles dealing with recover to hear to be published in upcoming Newsletters.

Medial Coordinator/Andrea:  Andrea stated the the new recorder worked great at the recent Day in OA.  Added the boom mic was a great asset.

OA HOW/Laura:  She did submit an article to the Newsletter as requested by the IG.

Public Information/Jackie:  Suggested that the black and white flyers “Is food a problem” be used to make duplicates by members. Colored copies can be displayed at grocery stores etc.. The committee is also going to be giving a presentation to UC Davis Med Students, respectfully named, “Baby Doctor’s.” 

Retreat/Pamela:  A Retreat leader has been confirmed.  She is from Florida and is well qualified for the position.  In regard to the suggestion to adjusting the fees for the Retreat, the committee was opposed to that.  There currently are 74 members registered with 10 spaces available.  To date, no member’s have requested a scholarship.

3)  Eric R. made a Motion to purchase 3 portable folding tables to display OA Literature at meetings.  The cost would be up to $200.00.  Pros/Cons were addressed by several members, including Rusty, who stepped down as Chair with Brian as acting Chair.  Vote occurred; 15 pro, 3 con, 1 abstained.  Motion was carried.  Rusty resumed Chair.

4) Val made a Motion that the Retreat Committee provides for the Intergroup the actual cost of the Retreat as well a s the amount that will be collected fit he maximum number of people attend the Retreat.  We understand there will be travel costs later.

Friendly Amendment:  Treasured to provide our estimated monthly income.

No pros/cons were heard.  Vote occurred; 17 pro, 1 con, 3 abstained.
