· Meeting opened at 7:00 p.m. with Twelve Traditions read by Beeba.

Rusty opened:   Review of Septembers minutes postponed as no copies were provided.  Joel emailed them to Jen and Rusty, however they were not printed.      Review of August minutes, passed with some spelling corrections addressed by Jen.    

Board Reports:

Chair/Rusty:  Reviewed what he wrote in meeting agenda handout; including announcing P&P and Bylaw meeting occurring on November 4 @ 6:00 pm. At Café Bernardo.   Rusty stated that he is done moving.  

Rusty announced that the ballots are out.  The Webmaster position is still available on the ballot.  Tricia announced she is willing to fill in until filled.

(Motion made under new business. )

3) Events:  Val -present: Announced that four groups volunteered to support the Thank-A-Thon.  Announced that a location needs to be secured for 12/12/09 event.  Announced that Unity Day can not be hosted by Roseville the last Saturday in February, so Unity Day now needs a host.  (Jody from Natomas may be interested)

6) Newsletter:  Luanne- present:  Current newsletter at meeting.  Announced that the quarterly information meeting listing was done, however not meant to be put in public places due the names and phone numbers being posted on it this month.

8) Public Information: Jackie - present:  Flyers for public hanging available at tonight’s meeting.  She would like people to keep her posted on seeing them in the community.  She announced that Pat  (who speaks Spanish) is working on starting a Spanish speaking meeting.  (Motion to follow regarding money for literature need).  They will be wanting to do a Spanish ad once the meeting is set up, potentially the meeting will be on Saturdays.

9)  Retreat:  not present, no report. 

10) Speaker List:  not present.

11) 12th Step Within:  - OPEN  POSITION.

12) Young People:  OPEN POSITION,? No one present. 

Continuing Business:  

1) SVIOA prudent reserve amount: John announced that the committee came to suggestions based on data collected.  (The suggested policy is that the below suggestion would happen no later than February 1 of the new year)

MOTION (made by John, 2nd by Jackie)  ----  Treasurer shall calculate the prior years expenses; literature and retreat expenses and any donation made to WSO or R2 during the year, and multiply the adjusted expenses by 1.  Any cash assets in excess of this prudent reserve amount shall be donated to the WSO and R2 (75% shall be sent to WSO and 25 % shall be sent to R2.)  The treasure shall make a report of the prudent reserve and any donation at the February IG meeting.  This shall be automatic and not require a yearly vote of the IG.    

MOTION PASSED (unanimously) 

2)  Joan gave feed back to the group regarding HOW program, and issue of if a HOW committee is needed as she suggested a committee was not necessary anymore.  Some discussion occurred.  Brigetta made MOTION to dispend the HOW committee.  Motion was 2nd by Joan.   DISCUSSION occurred regarding current active HOW meetings, and CON’s addressed included that those who can’t handle a varied food plan may like HOW and that a member shared that HOW allowed her to stay under 300 pound.  

MOTION was withdrawn after discussion.

New Business: 

1)  Inventory Planning Meeting - to be held a the beginning of each IG year, 4 hours in duration.

MOTION made by Judy,  2nd by Joan.  Vote = PASSED unanimous.

2)  Rollover of legal funds to general account:  (Title of funds = liabilities and equity).  John addressed that the last legal bill was in 2006, and that the account can be zeroed out and rolled over.

Discussion occurred.  Suggestion to look at past minutes to see what occurred regarding discussion of the money.   Rusty commented he recalled that an insurance issue came up.  Issue tabled so that past minutes on-line could be looked at. (Jen appointed to do this as secretary)

3)  Spanish speaking meeting:  Jackie requested that $100.00 go towards literature for the Spanish speaking meeting, which is to include 6 12 & 12’s and pamphlets, etc.  Instead of a motion being made, it was suggested and accepted that the money be taken out the Public Information funds.

*** Webmaster :  Announced that all 12 months of IG is on web from 2006 and 7 months from 2007 on web. 

*** Joel announcement regarding OA groups getting into community newspaper calendar as a way to advertise.  New and Review Fall Food Issue is one.
