Board Reports:

Chair/Rusty:  Reviewed what he wrote in meeting agenda handout, acknowledging an increased interest in service and start of the Public Information eight-month community outreach project. 

Vice Chair:  OPEN POSITION:  

Secretary/Jen C.:  not present due to injury.   

Treasurer/John:  Provided an overview of the August income/expenditures and budget-to-date.  The OA camp outing expenses still needed to be resolved.

Region 2/ Michael D. and 1 slot is open:  Michael provided an update on the upcoming OA Region 2 Assembly, to take place in at the Marriott SFO Hotel on October 30 – November 1.    

World Service/Harry:  non present
Webmaster/Tricia:  Reminder, groups need to notify both the webmaster and OA World Service about any changes to a group’s meeting information.  

Committee Reports:

1) Answer Phone:  Donnalee - not present.  Rusty reported that there is need for some phone line maintenance, and will work with Donnalee. 

2) Designated Downloader:  Christina reported there was nothing new to share. 

3) Events:  Val presented the 7th Tradition donations collected during the camp outing.  Ruth was still attempting to get back a partial refund for the unused campsite.  Carpooling to the 12&12 day in OA in Oakland on September 12 were still in the works.  The next Sacramento day in OA will be on October 24, and focus on “Abstinence through the Holidays.”  Two groups have signed up to each sponsor an hour for the “Thank-A-Thon,” which will be held on Thanksgiving Day.  The committee is asking for additional groups to sponsor an hour of the day.  They are reserving Sutter for the event.  Ruth is the contact for this event.

4)  Group Growth:  Carmen - not present.  An announcement was made that the 11th Step Group meeting time has changed from Friday evenings to Sunday evenings from 7 to 8 PM, still at First Christian Church at 39th St and Folsom in Sacramento.

5) Literature:  Eric reported that he is still waiting for the return of unsold literature from the retreat.  Also, he reminded groups that our bank will not accept checks that are too old (i.e., more than six months old).  If groups plan to use group member checks to purchase literature, they must not be more than four or so months old in order to give time to get them cleared through the bank.  Checks may be exchanged for cash.

6) Newsletter:  Luanne - not present.  Michael delivered the newsletters on her behalf.

7) OA How: Rusty reported there is no longer an active OA How group..

8) Public Information: Jackie reported that she has applied for booth space at an upcoming north Sacramento community fair.  Joel provided an update on the community outreach project – 1) Weekly rotation of our OA display ad has started in the Herburger community papers – Elk Grove Citizen, Laguna Citizen, The Galt Herald, River Valley Times of Rancho Murieta and The Grapevine Independent of Rancho Cordova and Gold River. 2) Getting an OA-sensitive ad out of the Sacramento News and Review has been a challenge, but we are on track to have the first appear in its September 17 Best of Sacramento edition.  3) Sacramento Bee will print the first of our monthly ads the fourth or fifth week of September, and is willing to work with us in a Spanish language version that promotes a pending Spanish-speaking group.  4) Sacramento Observer has been slow to respond in getting started.   5) The Medical Society Membership Directory with our ad should come out mid-September.  The PI committee is considering ways to gather feedback on the effectiveness of this special advertising.  The AT&T phone book listings are still in the works, with the new directories not coming out until December.
9)  Retreat:  A written summary report by Retreat Chair Judy H. was handed out at the meeting.  Significant funds were raised for Intergroup, including $368 through a 50/50 drawing and $68 for 2010 scholarships.  The committee recommended that Lori P. be selected by the Intergroup Chair to serve as the 2010 Retreat Chair.  The 2010 site has been secured for the weekend of August 13-15, 2010.  

10) Speaker List:  Rick reported non new updates to the existing list provided to the group in August.  Reminder that list is for mtg. secretaries  and speaker seekers only.

11) 12th Step Within:  - OPEN  POSITION.

12) Young People:  Ann was officially appointed by Rusty as the new chair.

Continuing Business:  

1) Discussion on SVIOA prudent reserve amount:  This was tabled, to be considered in October.

2) Welcoming San Joaquin (Stockton): Rusty noted that such action will be addressed through the current revisions to the By-Laws.  However, pending this action, SVIOA will include San Joaquin meetings in our current group listings.
3) Rusty opened the floor for additional SVIOA officer nominations.  By close of nominations, names were received for each of the positions (with one pending acceptance for Webmaster).  Voting will commence in October, with the new officers put in place in December.

New Business: 

1)  SVIOA Representation at OA Region 2 Assembly:  MOTION by Michael D., with 2nd by Rosalie, to send and fund four representatives to the October meeting.  Discussion focused on costs and officer representation, and the recommendation that the 2010 pending R2 representative should also attend. Vote: MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUS.
2) Retreat Chair position.  MOTION by Rosalie, with 2nd by John H., to change the Retreat Chair from an Intergroup Chair appointment to an elected “chair” appointment.  Although the motion did not conform to By-Law requirements, Rusty allowed discussion in order to hear the interests from the group representatives. Discussion focused on the position role and responsibilities, and how such a change would fit within the current organizational structure outlined within the By-Laws. Vote: MOTION DID NOT PASS, 3 in favor, 13 opposed, 6 abstentions.
3) Removal of No-Longer-Applicable Committees from By-Laws:  Following discussion, Rusty suggested that elimination of the How and Media chairs be considered as part of the By-Law changes.
4) Rusty appointed Lori P. as the 2010 “25th Annual” Retreat Chair.
